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Angela - My assistant will draft a consent order for both you and Dad to sign, stating you will not disclose the documents I turn over to you and him to third parties or social media.  The records may be given to a necessary medical provider.
My assistant and I are on vacation until after the new year, so we will get it to you when we return.

Additionally, as Mom, medical providers and schools should freely give you any of Dalilah’s records.  If there is someone at any of these facilities who is not, I will be happy to talk to that individual to let them know you are entitled to Dalialh’s records.  Please forward me the individual’s name and facility that is denying you access to Dalilah’s records.

You cannot require me to sign a consent order, my rights are protected, and following court orders is not negotiable. You and Kathleen Shaul were instructed by Judge Heggie to turn over whatever you have and stop making it harder than it needs to be. As a matter of fact, you do not have the right to impose conditions on my use of my rights. As you acknowledge, I am entitled to these records.

If James does not make any additional attempts to prevent me from obtaining Dalilah's records, Judge Heggie's order will address any problems the school or doctors may have in providing Dalilah's records to me; there is no need for you to contact anyone. If I still have issues obtaining Dalilah's records then I will file a motion to have the issues brought before the court, a complaint with the U.S. Secretary of Education, and the Office of Civil Rights (OCR) within the Department of Health and Human Services. There is no reason for me to further waste my time engaging in your attempt to negotiate the use of my rights.
