Ned,
I am writing today in hopes of seeking clarity of what your intentions are with regard to the above referenced property, and my tenancy thereof. After paying the past due rent, I was advised by your attorney, upon payment, that you would no longer seek to terminate my tenancy of the property. That being the case, I suspended activities such as packing in preparation of moving, as well as looking for a new residence. However, I recently received word that you are now ready to pursue Unlawful Detainer proceedings against me, once again seeking possession. This is contrary to what your attorney led me to believe. I am also unsure what made you inclined to believe that threats of this nature are needed. I have never sought to maintain possession of the property unlawfully, nor did I seek to deprive you of any of your rights as a property owner. I never attempted to avoid communication with your Property Manager, your attorney, or anyone else representing you. I can only believe that a miscommunication has occurred at some point, and I am now seeking to begin reasonable dialog with you, with hopes of coming to an agreement that is reasonable for both of us, thus avoiding involvement of the courts. The timing of this situation could not conceivably be any worse. In addition to these unprecedented times, brought about by Covid-19, which we have all been forced to endure, I first found myself in the position of having to mount a defense against multiple false allegations by my Daughter’s father, during the course of multiple frivolous Court proceedings, fraudulently filed within Family Court, intended partially, perhaps, as retaliation for some imagined wrongdoing, using the Court System, as one could assume happens every day in Family Courts. His timing in seeking these actions speaks of a far more disturbing motive. During the most recent time Dalilah spent with her father at his home in Bozeman, MT, he began touching Dalilah, his daughter, in a manner sexual in nature, and both inappropriate and illegal. He now seems to believe that he can mount a defense by striking first, so to speak, and seeking through lies and deceit to portray me as a horrible mother, and even as a danger to my child. Even though Dalilah has no history of telling lies, and has always been a model student and daughter, the fact that he filed these cases in the manor he did, going to any and every length to appear credible in creating a fictional narrative which features him as a caring, loving father who has been victimized by my brainwashing Dalilah against him. Of course, this also seeks to explain away what he insists is Dalilah’s making up, and reporting his sexual abuse, as she did, to multiple people, including not only myself, but also her school guidance counselor, as well as the Guardian ad Litem assigned to her by Family Court. My daughter pleaded with the Judge, begging to not be sent back to where she was molested, about which she was essentially called a liar, and told that it was not up to her, and that if a Judge says that she is to live with her father, then she has no other choice. It defies belief that in this day and age, that anyone claiming to be an advocate for, and protector of children would so thoroughly seek taking away the voice of a little girl already suffering sexual, emotional, and physical abuse at the hands of her father, and furthermore having been forced the humiliation of having to plead with a judge by graphically informing her of her father’s actions, in open court, in front of her father. Imagine her terror at being told her allegations regarding her father were untrue, and that, two she now had no choice but to return to her sexually abusive father’s home, now with the expectation of being punished by her father for speaking against him. Dalilah was told by the judge that if she refused to go with her father, she was going to lock me, her mother, up in jail, “so there’s nobody left to fight for her”. Even hearing this, she still refused. As a result, I was locked in jail for contempt of court. They first attempted to lock my 14 year old daughter in Juvenile Detention, which was met with a strong refusal by administrators at the Juvenile Detention, since, after all, Dalilah has committed no crime. It defies belief that a Family Court Judge could be so moved by a child molester's lies, that she went to the lengths of incarcerating an innocent child at the mere request made by the man that Dalilah had just informed the Court for the third time had been molesting her. Eventually they settled upon locking her in the Psych Ward of Children's Hospital, where my daughter was kept, and medicated against her will for 5 weeks, before sending her to live with her uncle in Arizona, the brother of her molester, whom she barely knows. From there, she was allegedly moved to some unknown alternative school. My daughter is now missing, her whereabouts, even what STATE she is in, are unknown to me, her mother. It has been 70 unbearable days since Dalilah has called home. As a result of my fighting this horrible nightmare, and going to every possible length in doing so, a large amount of systematic corruption within the Family Court of Missouri. I am currently in the nightmarish position of searching for my missing 14-year-old daughter, whose last known whereabouts were within the care of her abusive father’s family members, and knowing she was still expected to return to her father's home when these issues were resolved to the Court’s satisfaction. Upon release from jail the second time after serving two weeks for alleged tampering with a judicial officer, I received the first letter from you, seeking to end my tenancy. Since then, I have been told by your attorney, after paying back rent, that I could in fact stay. I was grateful to hear that, in light of everything else, and I was able to focus on the matter at hand, which is protecting my little girl. I’m confused, and saddened, now, by your sudden decision to now move again to terminate my tenancy. I have been given zero reason for your eviction process. Four years ago you stated to me "make this your home" and that is exactly what Dalilah and I have done. We love this home and are extremely happy here. It worries me how this too will affect Dalilah when she is found and brought home to yet another unfamiliar place. Please be aware that there is much more to this, than detailed in this brief letter. Also, that I shared this reality with you not seeking pity or sympathy. I was compelled to let you know the reason for what appears to be the Prosecuting Attorney's office affecting my stability with their own lies by the order of a judge who has it out for me due to the fact that audio, from that dreaded court date was released to a news outlet, thus you becoming the next person to be manipulated to work against me. I’m also aware that this may sound like a paranoid fantasy. I assure you; it is not. I can only appeal to your human decency, when I ask you to reconsider your efforts to take possession of this property. As of right now, I am prepared to pay the full amount due, for back and current rent, if you are amiable to reconsider seeking to end my tenancy. I even expressed a sincere desire to purchase this property, when I was led to believe it was headed for the market. As of now, however, I have not even been provided with an address for which to send rent checks to, making payment to you impossible, and forcing me into a paradox. I have also sent the necessary paperwork to your attorney via email informing you of the Center for Disease Control and Prevention's temporary halt in evictions. Unfortunately, if your efforts to seek possession of the property cannot be put to an end, through our coming to some agreement, expenses for procuring a new home for me and my daughter, along with costs associated with moving there, will effectively preclude immediate payment in full being made to you. I say that to you not as a threat, but in an effort to be transparent. Throughout the length of my tenancy, I have always sought to communicate with your late property manager, and were always able to work through any issue that may have arisen. I was saddened to hear of Connie's passing. She was a great property manager. She understood people and was always kind and available. I pray that you share a similar desire to effectively solve any problems through communication. I look forward to hearing from you, and hopefully you're willing to commit some time to try and come to a swift resolution that works for everyone. Thank you for your time and consideration!

First I want to say that I am sorry for the pain you and your daughter are going through.  I hope you are able to get her home as soon as possible.  

Also I am not sure the message that your Attorney relayed to you from my attorney, but at no time did I offer for you to pay in full and remain in the property.  The Property was being sold and your month to month lease was being non renewed.  I never had any communication from you even though Connie's group said they had sent my information to you.  Once your attorney did not return my calls and emails, I had no choice but to look to start the legal process, which as of now I have not filed any judgement.  Payments had not been received since January, and I did not know that you made a payment and a partial payment to Connie's group, until recently.  I feel I have always been a responsive property owner, making sure things were fixed when I knew about them, and by working with tenants during covid by being lenient with past due payments.  You have to understand through my perspective, that even though my tenants on multiple properties stopped paying their rent, I as the property owner had to still keep paying the bills.  I havent even raised rent since you have been there.  I have always worked with my tenants, and not try and throw them out at the first sign of trouble, but when communication stops, I have to start being proactive.

I am a compassionate person, and I do not wish to cause you or your family any additional hardships.  I have at this time decided to not sell the property.  I will agree to let you remain in the property, but you will have to agree to my terms that I have listed below

1 get caught up on past due rent amount of $1915 this is not counting June payment due on the 20th, I do not care if you pay the past due in full or a little extra over the next 3 months or so like you have been doing.  I attached a ledger from Connie plus the last few months for you to view (you can mail payments as of now to 3601 Commerce Dr Arnold 63010)
2 give me a list of everyone living in the house, a placing agency called me with a girls name that I did not know saying she was my tenant at this property
3 no illegal activities of any kind being conducted in the house or on the property
4 i want to know what animals you have in the house, I never agreed to any big dogs, yet large dogs urinating on the AC unit ruined it, and forced me to replace it which was expensive
5 an incremental increase in rent, one for the animals, and one for the increased cost of living and that you remain in good standings with your payments
6 you sign a 1 year lease with my new property management company, and allow them to conduct an inspection of the home and adhere to the guidelines and inspection requirements of the lease agreement.
7 take care of the property, communicate with my property manager, especially if something needs repair, and grant access to the contractor

Thats really about it, I do not think that is too much to ask.  Please let me know if you agree to the terms, and I will start to get the contract ready.  Thank you Ned
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
